AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 2017-09 “AN 
ORDINANCE REGULATING QUOTA RETAIL DRINK LICENSES, 
REGULATORY ALCOHOL BEVERAGE ADVERTISEMENT, 
PENALTIES, ENFORCEMENT, CONFLICTS, APPEALS AND 
EFFECTIVE DATE” – FIRST READING 


Mayor Rudder presented each Councilperson with Ordinance No. 2017-09 to be amended to allow bars.  Attorney Larry G. Bryson explained to the Council Members that this Ordinance also in addition to bars, would allow motels and hotels to serve if they choose to as well.  Language to limit the number of quota retail drink licenses is included in the Ordinance.  This just allows for this particular license. The Ordinance at this time does not allow that.  It can if you want it to can limit the number of bars.  This is an option for the City to limit this if you choose to.   Attorney Bryson stated, “The only thing that is changing, do you want to limit the number of these license?” Councilperson Danny Phelps stated, “The economy will limit this.”  Councilperson Daniel Carmack stated, “I think there should be a limit if we pass this.  I think a limit is a compromise for some that might not be for it at all.”
