Mayor Rudder stated that Sue lives in a house on Maple Street and there is a piece of property between her house and what was called “Scoville Addition” way back.  That road has never been deeded to the City and it is not ours to give, it is not a road.   Attorney Bryson stated, “From what you just said because you maintained it all those years, I think you can claim it by adverse possession.  The question is, how do you do that?  If you want to come to see me, I can help you with a Deed.  The statute calls for a Strawman Deed and then the Strawman conveys it back to you.  You will need to get a survey of that”.    Ms. Hounchell is to proceed with a survey of the property.


SOUTHMILL STREETSCAPE PROJECT


Steve Baker, London Utility Commission was present to discuss the Creek on South Mill Street.  Mayor Rudder stated, “We have tried our best to put in pipe and widen the road.  We did receive a grant for that project. The timeline is affected by easements which have to go through a very slow process”
