Attorney Bryson explained that this Ordinance establishes a policy and regulations of the public streets, alleys, roads, paths, and other rights-of-way in the City of London.   The Ordinance is intended to provide more coordination for the City when authorizing services that install utilities such as telephone poles, manholes and towers.

ESTABLISHING FOR BID A NON-EXCLUSIVE GAS FRANCHISE 
FOR THE PLACEMENT OF FACILITIES FOR THE TRANSMISSION, 
DISTRIBUTION AND SALE OF GAS FOR HEARING AND OTHER
