AUDIT – ROBERT ABNER


Robert Abner, CPA of Christian Sturgeon, PLLC was present to discuss the June 30, 2019 audit.    Mr. Abner stated that the audit went smoothly and a pleasure working with the Mayor and the ladies in the office.   Mr. Abner stated that the long-term debt is very manageable and continue to pay down existing liabilities.  We are required to discuss with you the financial statement.  Your accounting principles do comply with general policies and procedures.  We feel they are appropriate. The City is in a very strong financial position; and the debt is very reasonable for a City of your size.   Mayor Rudder informed the Council Members that each Councilperson review the audit and will discuss the audit next month.



ST. JOSEPH HOSPITAL – ANDREA HOLECEK, VP OF PATIENT 
CARE AND CHIEF NURSE RE: SUPPORT FOR A SMOKE FREE 
CAMPUS 


Andrea Holecek, VP of Patient Care and Chief Nurse of St. Joseph Hospital was present to request the support of St. Joseph Hospital as a smoke-free 
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campus.  Ms. Holecek stated “We’re pushing for a tobacco-free initiative on March 18 – Take Down Tobacco Day.  We’re requesting a community initiative and law enforcement support.   Ms. Holecek explained that the hospital struggles to enforce its policies as a tobacco free establishment.  In hospital rooms alone, staff used to have to pick up half a gallon of cigarette butts in hospital rooms daily before opting to provide cigarette disposal trays.   


Councilperson Daniel Carmack pointed out that the Ordinance states establishments can prohibit smoking up to 25 feet away from their entrances.  The Ordinance also states that an establishment can declare any of its property as smoke-free.   The Council agreed to consider making the wording of the Ordinance clearer and to include vaping products.  Attorney Bryson stated that while the City cannot send a police officer out any time a visitor is caught smoking, the hospital staff can call the police any time a visitor continues to be a problem on the establishment. 


IGOT COMMUNITIES PROCLAMATION 


Debbie Gilbert, representative of IGOT Communities, was present to talk about the program. IGOT stands for Independently Growing Old Together, which is a program for elders in the community to participate in numerus community activities.   A Proclamation was read by City Clerk, Carolyn Adams.
