RESOLUTION – CORONAVIRUS RELIEF FUND (“CRF”)






Safety Director, Rick Cochrane, presented to the Council Members a Resolution authorizing the filing of a coronavirus relief fund application for reimbursement of incurred expenses in CRF Funds with the Department of Local Government authorizing and directing Mayor Rudder to execute any documents deemed necessary to reimburse the City with respect to Covid-19 on behalf of the residents of the City of London.    Director Cochrane explained the maximum amount the City of London could receive is $578,343.   Cities can seek compensation of COVID related costs such as the purpose of personal protective equipment and other medical and protective supplies, costs of COVID-19 testing, emergency medical response expense, amounts spent on communication and enforcement of public health orders, costs of disinfecting public areas, and payroll expenses for public safety and health employees who have been dedicated to responding to the pandemic.  
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The Resolution was read by Attorney Larry G. Bryson.   A motion was made by Councilperson Daniel Carmack and seconded by Councilperson Steve Berry to approve the Resolution and to authorize Mayor Rudder to execute the same.
